On May 5th, the AngelWorks Pro-
gram for the residents of Holy 
Angels was officially begun with a 
pep rally for residents and staff in 
the Gym. The AngelWorks Team  
was present to open the session 
and to encourage all attending to 
participate to help make this pro-
gram a success.
